RE: RECAP OF RECENT LEGISLATIVE ACTIVITIES

Federal Legislative Activities: The American Public Transportation Association
reports: “Last week, the U.S. House of Representatives passed the FY 2011 THUD
appropriations bill by a vote of 251-167. The bill provides funding for U.S.
Department of Transportation programs in the upcoming fiscal year. As one of only
two appropriations bills to pass the House at this stage in the appropriations cycle, it
is possible that the THUD bill could become the vehicle for an omnibus
appropriations package later this year.”

Furthermore, our federal advocate Len Simon recently wrote: “On Friday, July 30" we
had the opportunity to meet with Dana Gresham, Assistant Secretary for
Governmental Affairs in the Department of Transportation, as well as David Kim the
Deputy Assistant Secretary. The meeting took place at the American Public
Transportation Association’s periodic meeting for Washington representatives. In the
meeting Dana gave a comprehensive overview of the DOT's main priorities: 1) transit
safety, 2) distracted driving, 3) high speed rail, 4) TIGER Grants, 5) Livable
Communities and 6) the New Starts program. Regarding the TIGER Il program, Dana
reported that they had received around 2,300 pre-applications by the July 23™
deadline, meaning that there could be as many as 900 more applications with this
round of grants even though the TIGER Il program has one third of the funding. In
reference to the SAFETEA-LU authorization, Dana stated that the Secretary will be
releasing principles on what the administration would like to see guiding the
reauthorization. About Chairman Oberstar’'s bill he said, “There nothing in the
Oberstar Bill we don't like, it's just a question of where to get the funding.” He
discussed the administration’s proposal to create an infrastructure bank and said that
they would keep working on this idea, even though so far it has not been embraced
by the appropriations committees. We greatly appreciated the time they gave us and
look forward to future collaboration.”

Local Legislative Activities: Monday, July 26, 2010 marked the 20th Anniversary of
the enactment of the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (ADA). To




commemorate this important occasion, the Los Angeles City Department on
Disabilities, in collaboration with Los Angeles World Airports (LAWA), hosted a
celebration at LA City Hall. Mayor Antonio Villaraigosa and LA City Council members,
as well as disability community leaders, paid tribute to this important legislation.
Access Services had an accessible minivan on display and a Road Supervisor was on-
hand to highlight features of the new tether strap and marking program for Access
guests attending the event. The Mobility Management Department along with Metro
and R & D Transportation Services staff provided information on paratransit services
and travel training for 75-100 guests.

RE: COST SHARING UPDATE

Self-Insured Retention (SIR) Cost Sharing Program

According to the terms of the Self-Insured Retention (SIR) Cost Sharing Program,
instituted in July 2009, incurred claims per provider are compared to 100% of the
provider's individual claim target. If the actual claims are in excess of the target, a
debit is calculated at 50% of the excess. Where the actual claims are less than the
target, a credit is issued to the provider for 50% of the difference, taking into account
the first adjustment. Based on this formula, system-wide Access credited the service
providers a total of $76,604 for the period July 1, 2009 - June 30, 2010. The
individual provider breakdown, for this period is as follows:
